Course Description: Students learn how to interview, write news and feature stories, edit and lay out a magazine style newspaper.
Using Microsoft Publisher students produce the Spartan Spotlight, the school newspaper published up to six times a year, and the
Spartan Weekly. Students need to be interested in writing and willing to learn desktop publishing techniques. The class meets two
times a week during zero hour.
